It is possible to make grand slam in any arbitrary trump suit with only 5 high card points. (In this illustration, the slam
is made by East/West) Spades is trump in this example. Note that this will not work in No Trump.

You do not have to take the finesse after all. Remember that South bid 2 Diamonds as an opening bid, so he has to have
6. Once you get the lead in your hand, lead a heart to dummy's Queen. Now lead the Jack of Spades from dummy and
finesse the Queen (this finesse is safe because North can't have any more diamonds). This works, so take the AK of
Spades next, followed by the AQ of hearts. South follows to all these tricks, so you know that he had 3 hearts, 3 spades,
and 6 diamonds. He can only have one club. If you finesse and it fails, he will take the rest of the tricks with his dia-
monds and you are down 1. Instead, lead to the ace in dummy and then lead back the queen. North can take this with
his king, but he has no diamonds left to lead and is stuck with a club that eventually he will have to lead, giving you
your contract.

Clear Away the Barricade

You could simply try either leading the Ace and King of Clubs and hoping the Queen falls, or you could try taking a Club
finesse by leading the 2 from dummy. But that's the everyman's play. The smart player proceeds thus: on the Heart lead,
take the Ace in Dummy, dropping the K from hand. Lead the Q of Hearts, dropping the A of Spades. Now lead the K,Q,J
of Spades from dummy, dropping the A,K,Q of Diamonds. Lead the J of Diamonds. If the 10 falls, run the diamonds and
your contract is made. If the 10 does not fall, then you can always lead the 2 of Clubs and try your finesse. (In the hand
that inspired this, the Club finesse would have failed.)

The opening lead was the ¢7. Rosenberg won the ace and ruffed a heart to hand. She played a spade to the king and
ruffed a second heart. Now she ruffed a spade in dummy and played a diamond, ducked to her king. She played another
diamond to the queen, East ducking again. Rosenberg played her final diamond off dummy. West won, but holding no
more hearts, she was helpless. She could play a spade or a club and Rosenberg could take the rest of the tricks.

In the other room, the auction began the same way. However, where Stansby bid 3 e, Sulgrove chose 2NT. Griffey bid 3&
and Sulgrove bid 3NT. That ended the auction ... It was ten IMPs to Narasimhan.
