The World Bridge Federation is pleased to announce that the next World Bridge Series will be
held from October 1 - 16, 2010 at the Marriott Hotel in Philadelphia. This will be the first
time this Championship has been held in the United States for 16 years, although of course,
everyone will remember other great championships held in the USA, like New Orleans in ‘78
Miami in ‘86, Albuquerque ‘94 and the special IOC Grand Prix staged in Salt Lake City in
2002.

Thousands of the world’s best bridge players will compete for world titles, with events for
players of varied skill levels. A special Junior programme is being planned and will be spe-
cially designed to encourage the participation of young players in the world’s greatest card
game. It is likely to include the Ortiz Patifio Trophy and José Damiani Cup. In additional a
great Regional Championship will be staged throughout the event with ACBL and WBF Mas-
ter Point Awards.

Up to 100 different nations are expected to participate in this exciting and challenging event.
A special invitation is being planned for bridge players from Cuba, with the very real possibil-
ity that an official Cuban delegation may visit the US for the first time in 50 years.

José Damiani, WBF President, stated: “Philadelphia will be an ideal location for the 2010
World Bridge Series. We greatly appreciate the welcome that is being provided by local Phila-
delphia bridge players, the city, convention bureau, and the Mayor’s office. This warm wel-
come was a major factor in our selecting Philadelphia. My warm personal thanks go to the
ACBL and the USBF for their support and encouragement.”

“We look forward to hosting the 2010 World Bridge Series in Philadelphia,” responded Bill
Pollack, USBF President, “and providing a magnificent site, good value, and world class com-
petition for thousands of players from all over the world.”

Jeff and Eric bid to a normal heart game. Weichsel cashed his ace of dia-
monds, his ace of spades and his king of diamonds... Rodwell took the rest
for +420.

It seemed strange that South did not interfere with the strong club auction
given his good two-suiter.

South bid four spades which would likely have been set one trick. West bid 4NT, clearly intended to show two suits. East
bid five clubs and Zia, holding ace/king, ace decided to double. We can only assume Rubin intended his redouble to be
SOS. Of course, undiscussed, who knows?

In this case, Granovetter presumed it was natural and passed. This was catastrophic. Zia led the king of diamonds and
the contract failed by four tricks... -1600. 19 IMPs was probably the biggest swing in the entire eleven days of the tour-

nament.

On Board 42, Jeff Meckstroth upgraded his 15 count and opened a strong club
on the East cards. Eric Rodwell responded two diamonds showing 8-10 HCP ...

apparently he also upgraded his seven count.

They were virtually forced to game, so Meckstroth took a stab and bid one of his
aggressive 3NT contracts. This was not a success.

The opening lead was a diamond and the defense scored 400!

At the other table, Mike Kamil opened one club on the East hand. His partner,
Marty Fleisher, responded one heart. This gave Bob Hamman the chance to enter
the auction with a two diamond bid with the North hand.

East/West bid the par four club contract making four.
